OPINION OF DENTISTS ABOUT THE REASONS FOR THE PREFERENCE OF GENERAL
ANESTHESIA IN THE DENTAL TREATMENT OF CHILDREN

In this study, the goal was to determine the causes of dental treatment under general anesthesia in
children from the point of view of dentists. Doctors evaluated the reasons for choosing general anesthesia
in a group of children (54 children) formed randomly from children who underwent general anesthesia
during dental treatment on an outpatient basis. It should be noted that dentists had the opportunity to cite
more than one factor in favor of choosing general anesthesia for a child. The data obtained were analyzed
using descriptive statistics methods. The results of this study showed that the main reasons for general
anesthesia in children during dental work, according to dentists, are: age, a large amount of necessary
dental work, lack of cooperation during previous dental treatment,. This is consistent with a study by V.
M. Thomson et al., who indicate that age is one of the most common reasons for dental treatment in
children under general anesthesia.
